Visiting or travelling to Sheffield 

By Car
If travelling by car, leave the M1 at junction 
33 and merge onto A630, stay on the 
Sheffield Parkway (which becomes the A57) 
towards the city centre. When the road 
splits into 3 lanes (at the Capita building), 
keep right and join Derek Dooley Way (A61 
signposted Barnsley). Continue along here 
through several sets of traffic lights and after 
the road has curved left, at the junction with 
Corporation Street (J8) bear left, signposted 
Devonshire Quarter/Cathedral Quarter. Keep 
left and at next roundabout take the second 
exit onto Tenter Street (B6539). At the next 
roundabout take the 2nd exit onto Townhead 
Street, the car park entrance is on the right.

By Rail
From Sheffield Station the office is a pleasant 
ten minute walk through the town centre as 
indicated.

By Tram
To the office from Sheffield Station:

Take the Blue Line towards Malin Bridge, 
to Cathedral or City Hall, or the Purple line 
towards Meadowhall to Cathedral. Both 
stops are 2 mins walk from the office.

From the office to Sheffield Station:

Take the Blue Line towards Halfway from 
City Hall or Cathedral, or the Purple Line 
(from Cathedral only) towards Herdings.

You need to buy a ticket on the tram. 

The tram network is quite extensive, details 
of the network and tram frequencies etc. can 
be found on the supertram website, details 
below. 
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Park and Ride
There are 6 park and ride options available 
in Sheffield, which allow bus, train or tram 
travel into the city centre. Details are 
available on the below website. Please 
be aware that the park and ride car parks, 
particularly at Meadowhall, fill up quickly 
each morning.

Parking
Limited parking is available on site. Visitors 
must speak with the person they are 
visiting to book a space, prior to travelling.  
The entrance to the car park is located on 
Townhead Street.

The nearest public car park is the Q-Park 
Rockingham Street for which we have 
discounted parking passes available (e.g. 
park as normal and we will give you a 
voucher to use in place of your ticket when 
you visit us).
